If your player has special needs, please let us know well before his
first game.

* Admission is by ticket or passes only. No one will be admitted unless they
have a single game ticket or series pass. Tickets are not sold for the day. The
tickets are sold for the game, or session.

EXAMPLE: If you show up and buy a ticket for the first game, and you stay at the
Stadium, then you will not have to have another ticket. If you buy a single game
ticket, leave the Stadium and return during a different game, you will need to buy
a ticket for the next game.

» Handicap seating and parking are available.

* No lawn chairs allowed.

» The Stadiums are Tobacco free complexes and no pets are allowed.

» Seating at AL Alford stadium is approximately 1/3 covered and 2/3 open.

Umbrellas are allowed and useful in the Texas Sun. Please do not block
anyone’s view.
